Miami (FL) Senior High “Stingarees”


The #1 ranked Floridians have a dynamite backfield featuring QB Jim Angel, FB Richard Lingner, and HBs Jerry Newcomer and Butch Poe. Sprinter Fred Schwabe is Miami High’s lightning-fast return man.

Chicago (IL) Mount Carmel “Caravan”


Don’t think that the Caravans’ two blemishes (a two-point loss and a tie) indicate that they’re ready for an early exit. They play in the always tough Chicago Catholic League. QB Tony Carey (head coach Tom Carey’s brother) spreads the ball all over the field. MC’s physical defensive line can dominate.

Beaver Falls (PA) “Tigers”


Great skill-position players highlight the 1960 Tigers. QB Joe Namath has a rocket arm, while RB Bo Hayden can take the pressure off with his running ability. End Tom Krzemienski is the usual recipient of his quarterback’s bombs. Much to head coach Larry Bruno’s chagrin, Namath has guaranteed a victory over first round foe Massillon.
Wilmington (CA) Banning “Pilots”


The Pilots have the perfect director for their single-wing offense in Danny Espalin. His versatility is a constant concern for opposing defenses. End Jim Arens is a classy receiver.

Corpus Christi (TX) Miller “Buccaneers”


The Purple and Gold have a veritable treasure trove of riches in their backfield: QB Ramon Gonzalez, FB Phillip Gonzalez, HB Ramsey Muniz and HB Johnny Roland. Roland is a breakaway threat any time he touches the ball. The Bucs have a penchant for committing turnovers.
Massillon (OH) Washington “Tigers”


The Tigers are the team that nobody wants to play. After a 19-18 loss to Warren Harding in which they lost their best defensive player to a first quarter ejection, coach Leo Stang’s Obiemen rampaged through their final three foes by a combined 160-46. FB Art Hastings leads the devastating ground-game.

Valdosta (GA) “Wildcats”


Along with Massillon, the ‘Cats are one of the nation’s most successful programs. The 1960 version is defined by rock-solid defense, a balanced rushing-attack, and the elusive Kenny Ruffer returning punts. The Wildcats are only one of two teams that are undefeated and untied in the field (Beaver Falls).

Coach Al Woolard’s Kansas dynasty has a 47-game winning streak dating back to 1955. These Lions have a solid rushing attack and dominating run defense led by Brian Schweda (OL/DL) and Jeff Heeb (OL/LB).

Kingsport (TN) Dobyns-Bennett “Indians”


Fullback Charles Sproles and HB Mike Kelly are featured in Coach Bill Jasper’s Split-T offense. The Tribe also has conference sprint champ Hoyle Seat toting the pigskin.
Weirton (WV) Weir “Red Riders”


RBs Bill Tucker and Bob Kelley are thunder and lightning for the Red Riders. The two combined for 1878-yards rushing and 34-touchdowns in leading Weir to a state crown.
